Students who add courses after this deadline may
not receive payment for the courses added on the
first week of classes. Students will not receive
grants until the course(s) have started.

Students who want to be considered for a Cal Grant
from the California Student Aid Commission (for
Community College students only) must complete a
FAFSA or CADAA, GPA verification, and be enrolled
at a community college by this date.

Students must be enrolled in at least 12 units and
have submitted the FAFSA or California Dream Act
Application (CADAA) to be considered for this
program.
